BIBLE PASSAGE: Genesis 37, 39-45
Joseph and His Brothers

DISCUSSION QUESTIONS:

1. Why were Joseph’s brothers jealous? (Jacob loved Joseph the most, he tattled on them a lot, he told of
dreams where he would be ruler over all of them)

2. What did the brothers do with Joseph? (They put him in a pit and later sold him to traders going to
Egypt.)

3. What did the brothers do with Joseph’s robe? (They sent it to their father, Jacob. He thought that a
wild animal had killed Joseph.)

4. Why did Jacob send his sons to Egypt? (To buy grain during the famine)

5. What happened the first time the brothers arrived in Egypt? (Joseph recognized the brothers. He
ordered them to come back with Benjamin.)

6. What happened the second time the brothers arrived in Egypt? (Joseph told them he was their brother.
He forgave them and promised to take care of them.)

7. What does this lesson teach us about who God is? (He is always working; He can turn bad things into
good. He is our Provider. He never leaves us. Answers may vary.)

Help them answer any questions and see if they have
any additional questions.
